Please come to the theater with light make-up, Hair should be put in a tight, high bun on the back of the head.
Please use a hair net and gel. Remember no jewelry and no nail polish. Instruction for Hair and Make up at
chamberdancesf.org.

We are trying to encourage the dancers to remember to take good care of their costumes so there will be a $5.00 fee
if their costumes are not hung properly after each performance. Please, encourage them to do so.
